•	 A Community Awards Scheme Panel, working independently of the Society,
	 will assess applications and allocate awards ranging from £200 to £2000

•	 Awards will be made to projects that, in the opinion of the Panel, bring most benefit
	 to local communities

•	 No awards will be made that, in the opinion of the Panel, may take the place of
	 statutory funding

•	 No awards will be made for the benefit of individuals

•	 Subject to sufficient applications being received, awards will be distributed evenly to
	 reflect the Society’s Branch Network coverage

•	 The final decision concerning an application for an award lies with the Panel and the
	 Society cannot enter into any correspondence

•	 Recipients of awards may be asked to participate in reasonable promotional activities.
